Coverage: Chapters 5, 6 (up to Morphs and Allomorphs. Other languages are not included) and 7 (only the sections before The Perspective Approach). Also use the exercises under Study Questions at the end of each chapter.

Be ready to
· List, define and then explain, and support your explanation with examples.
· Define terms or give the linguistic terms for provided definitions or provided examples.
· Compare two points/features/terms, etc., by providing the difference between them, in two to four lines (always include definitions and examples in your comparison) (e.g. free vs. bound morpheme; lexical vs. functional morpheme; derivational vs. inflectional morpheme; natural vs. grammatical gender;  pronoun vs. noun; clipping vs. blending, etc.)
· Identifying the word formation process (or processes) involved in given words (start with the word examples in the book and then use the examples I provided online. Please note that compounding, acronyms and derivation you should be able to know even if you see the word for the first time.)
· Write a morphological description of a provided word (identifying the different morphemes, and labeling them as free or bound, lexical, functional, derivational, or inflectional. See table provided in my online handout on Derivational and Inflectional morpheme. Try to analyse the words provided by yourself and then check the answer. Use it to analyse few other words.)
· identify parts of speech of given words. 
· identify what type of agreement is used/required/missing in given phrases or sentences.
· Talk about Gender (grammatical vs. natural gender). Give examples from languages using different types of gender. 
How to Study
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Start from the textbook and your notes. Memorise definitions well to start with. Then study the details.
2. Then do the exercises under Study Questions at the end of each chapter.
3. Now come back to the webpage and watch the videos and files related to Chapters 5, 6 and 7.  The most important ones are in pink and highlighted in yellow. Then come the ones in pink, and last, the least important are the one in green.
4. Pick up random words from the textbook to practice morphological analysis.
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
